This fireplace is designed to be installed with select R.H.P. vented/unvented gas appliances. The following
3 sections of warnings apply to this complete setup type:

A. A shut-off valve (not included) in the gas supply line is optional. It provides for safety when the unit
is not in use and for convenient maintenance and repair. It can be installed within 6 feet of unit and must
be easily accessible. Use a pipe joint compound resistant to all gasses on all NPT pipe fittings except

flare fittings.

B. Before installing this unit, check the MINIMUM CLEARANCES section to ensure that the surrounding
area is properly sized for the installation.

C. The unit is for outdoor use only. DO NOT install or use this appliance inside a building, garage, or any
other enclosed area, including recreational vehicles and/or boats. THIS UNIT MUST BE INSTALLED SO
THATTHE VENT OPENINGS AND SURROUNDING AREA OFTHE UNIT REMAIN CLEAR AND FREE
AT ALL TIMES. IF APPLICABLE, SEE THE PROPANE CYLINDER ENCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS

D. SOLID FUEL MUST NOT BE BURNED in the unit.

If the gas line is longer than 20", a larger diameter line may
be necessary. Refer to the NFPA 54 guidelines for further details.

H. For installations at elevations above 2,000 ft., contact your local dealer or gas supplier before installing.
Input ratings should be reduced approximately 4% per 1,000 ft. above sea level. Refer to National Fuel
Gas Code.

. The gas appliance and the individual shut-off valve must be disconnected from the gas-supply piping
system during any pressure testing of that system at test pressures in excess of 1/2 psi (3.5 kPa). This is
accomplished by closing the gas-supply line valve. The unit must be isolated from the gas-supply piping
system by closing its individual manual shut-off valve during any pressure testing of the gas-supply piping
system at test pressures equal to or less than 1/2 psi (3.5 kPa).

J. When a gas appliance is for connection to a fixed piping system, the installation must conform with
local codes, or in the absence of local codes with the National Fuel Gas Code, ANSI Z223.1/NFPA 54;

CYLINDER/CONNECTOR REQUIREMENTS

a. Propane-gas cylinders, valves, and hoses must be
maintained in good condition and inspected before each use
of appliance. They must be replaced if there is any visible
damage. If hose is cut or shows excessive abrasion or wearr,
it must be replaced before using appliance (see e.).

b. This unit, when used with a cylinder, should be connected
to a standard 5-gallon (20 Ib.) propane-gas cylinder
equipped with a listed overfilling prevention device. The
device has been required on all cylinders sold since
October 1,1998, to prevent overfilling.

c. Cylinder dimensions should be approximately 12" (30.5
cm) in diameter and 18" (45.7 cm) high. Cylinders must
be constructed and marked in accordance with the U.S.
Department of Transportation (D.O.T.) Specifications for
LP-Gas Cylinders, or the Standard for Cylinders, Spheres,
and Tubes for Transportation of Dangerous Goods and
Commission, CAN/CSA-B339, as applicable.

d. The cylinder used must include a collar to protect the
cylinder valve, and the cylinder supply system must be
arranged for vapor withdrawal.

e. The pressure regulator and hose assembly used must
match the specification for Type | by ANSI Z 21.58/CGA
1.6 (see Fig. 9-1).

f. The propane-gas cylinder valve must be equipped with
a cylinder connection device, described as Type | in the
standard defined in paragraph e. above. This device is
commonly described as an Acme thread coupler.

g. Ifthe propane-gas cylinder comes with a dust plug, place
the dust cap on the cylinder valve outlet whenever the
cylinder is not in use.

COUPLER OPERATION

To connect the regulator/hose assembly to the propane-
gas cylinder valve fitting: Press the hand nut on the regulator
over the Acme thread fitting on the cylinder valve. Turn the hand
nut clockwise to engage the threads and tighten until snug.

The use of pliers or a wrench should not be necessary. Only
cylinders marked “propane” may be used.

To disconnect: Turn the hand nut counterclockwise until
detached (Fig. 9-1).

Important: Before using the unit, and after each time
the cylinder is removed and reattached,
check the hose for wear (see a.) and check
all connections for leaks. Turn off the unit
valves and open the main cylinder valve,
then check connections with soapy water.

Repair any leaks before lighting the unit.

CAUTION:  Always turn the propane cylinder main valve

off after each use, and before moving the unit
and cylinder or disconnecting the coupling.
This valve must remain closed and the
cylinder disconnected while the appliance
is not in use, even though the gas flow is
stopped by a safety feature when the coupler
is disconnected.

Carefully inspect the hose assembly each time before the

gas is turned on. A cracked or frayed hose must be replaced
immediately.

If the appliance is stored indoors, the cylinder must be
disconnected and removed. Disconnected cylinders must be
stored outdoors, out of the reach of children, with threaded
valve plugs tightly installed, and must not be stored in a
building, garage, or any other enclosed area.

Connect Gas Supply

Important: Before installation, be sure the gas supply
(propane or natural) is turned off at its source.

If a propane cylinder is being used as the gas source, the
unit does not accommodate a cylinder, and a separate
propane cylinder enclosureis required. See the PROPANE
CYLINDER ENCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS for details on
American Fyre Designs tank/end tables, or custom-built
enclosures. Then proceed to the steps below.

The fireplace has a key valve pre-installed on the right side
of the fireplace. The fireplace has a rear gas line; a 1/2" rigid
gas pipe is pre-installed to the valve and protrudes out of the
rear of the unit. Additional gas components will be required.
Consult a qualified professional service technician, and your
local dealer. Observe the National Fuel Gas Code and all
local codes, and leak test at all connections. Follow the
guidelines below.

(A flex connector is pre-attached to the key valve on the
interior of the fireplace. An R.H.P. burner is to be connected
to it at a later time.)

1. Route the gas supply (natural gas, household propane,
or from an L.P. Cylinder) to the unit as applicable (see
Fig. 22-1).

Observe all codes and ensure all appropriate connections
are used to properly connect the gas supply. Apply only
joint compounds that are resistant to all gasses to all NPT
fittings except flare fittings. Make sure to tighten every
joint securely and properly leak test at all connections.

Body Moulding (if applicable)

1. Locate the moulding for the fireplace opening. Carefully
mount the moulding into the opening. See Fig. 22-2.

2. Carefully align the pilot holes, and insert the hardware
(body moulding hardware kits) in the order shown in
Fig. 22-3. Hand tighten, then use a Phillips screwdriver
to fasten.

Install the firebox liners into the interior of the firebox in
the order shown in Fig. 23-1.

The bottom and rear liners have grooves to assist in
placement.

The two shims "D" are to be wedged between liner
"B" and the rear wall by hand as shown. The shims
secure the liner set in place.

Be sure to pull the flex connector inside of the fireplace
body through the liner and into the open interior of the
firebox (for later R.H.P. burner installation).

Ensure the unit's marking label plate is placed behind
the side liner during installation. It is located in the
interior of the firebox, and hangs from a chain on the
front inner wall (valve side).

For Unvented Fireplaces: An additional liner / panel

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BURNER INSTALLATION

BURNER INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

This fireplace is designed to be installed with an R.H.P. vented/unvented gas appliance. The gas appliance
is purchased separately. Follow all owner's manuals included with the appliance and decorative media to complete
installation.

Important: When installing the gas appliance to a propane gas supply, the appliance must have a valve
and pilot assembly attached/installed. Propane burners may not be installed as a match-lit unit.

Note: The gas appliance will come equipped with a flex connector. Remove that connector, and connect the
existing fireplace flex connector to the appliance.

Make sure to tighten every joint securely.

LEAKTEST

REFER TO THE BURNER OWNER'S MANUAL FOR DETAILS ON LEAKTESTING. If a leak persists, turn off
the gas supply and contact the local gas company or dealer. NEVER USE A FLAME TO CHECK FOR LEAKS.

A. BEFORE LIGHTING, smell all around the unit area for gas. Be sure to smell next to the floor, because
some gas is heavier than air and will settle on the floor.

B. WHATTO DO IFYOU SMELL GAS
1. Shut off the gas to the appliance.
2. Extinguish any open flame.
3. If odor continues, immediately call your gas supplier or the fire department.

C. Use only your hand to push in or turn the gas control knob on the appliance. Never use tools. If the knob
will not push in or turn by hand, DO NOT try to repair it. Call a qualified professional service technician.
Force or attempted repair may result in fire or explosion.

TO LIGHT THE APPLIANCE
1. STOP! Read the safety information above.
2. Follow the lighting instructions found in the owner's manual provided with your R.H.P. gas appliance.

TO SHUT OFF GAS TO THE APPLIANCE

To extinquish your gas appliance, follow the shut-off instructions found in the owner's manual provided
with your R.H.P gas appliance.

If required, the gas can be immediately shut-off by inserting the key into the key valve (found on the left or
right side of the fireplace) and turning the valve clockwise a 1/4" turn to the OFF position. Be sure the control
knob is turned fully off to avoid any gas leakage.
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SERVICING AND CLEANING

Eachinstallation site for any unit presents its own unique combustion environment. Specific factors such as weather,
wind currents, yard debris, altitude, drafts, the size of the surrounding area, all have an influence on the proper
operation of the gas appliance. A normally operating appliance will demonstrate the following characteristics:

e A lively, realistic yellow flame
e QOdor-free

If the flame is not clean (identifiable by excessive sooting on the decorative media), refer to the information below.
Some soot on the media may occur and should not be a concern unless excessive.

» Cover your fireplace opening whenever it is not in use, and follow the guidelines below at least annually.

ANNUAL CLEAN /INSPECTION GUIDELINES

The fireplace, gas appliance, and installation must be inspected annually. Refer to these instructions and the
appliance owner's manual for details. Performing these procedures will ensure proper operation, appearance,
and safety. WEAR GLOVES.

If maintenance is required, it must be done by a qualified professional service technician.

* Always shut off the gas to the appliance while performing service work.
e Allow the appliance to cool before servicing.
* The entire appliance should be inspected regularly:

Excessive debris can build up on the fireplace or appliance from leaves, dirt, or other debris. It is critical that
all control components, burners, vent openings, and the surrounding area be kept clear and free at all times.

Examine that all components are properly assembled/installed as instructed in this manual and the appliance
owner's manual.

Ensure that all decorative media is properly placed as instructed in the appliance owner's manual.

Ensure that all gas lines, burner tubes, burner ports, and the orifice are clear of insects, insect nests,
spiderwebs, and any debris.

* The appliance must be replaced prior to being put into operation if it is evident that the appliance is damaged.
Contact your local dealer for replacement parts.

* DO NOT use substitute materials when replacing any components of the fireplace or appliance.
¢ Keep the vent openings and surrounding area of the fireplace clear and free at all times.

e Periodically perform visual checks of the burner flames. The burner flames should be blue at the base with
a combination of blue/yellow at the body and tips. Contact a qualified professional service technician for
maintenance.

¢ To maintain the concrete components, see the CONCRETE CARE section for details.

* Any guard or other protective device removed for servicing the appliance shall be replaced prior to operating
the appliance.

» \erify proper operation after servicing.

CAUTION: HOT DURING OPERATION AND AFTER USE. Children must be supervised when in the
vicinity of this fireplace. Serious injury may occur! Children must be alerted to the hazard
of high surface temperatures and should stay away to avoid burns or clothing ignition.
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SERVICING AND CLEANING (cont.)

CONCRETE CARE

As with any surface, concrete components require regular maintenance and care. Certain guidelines must be
followed to preserve the concrete's appearance and structural integrity.

e Scratches may occur due to usage. To minimize, avoid striking or dragging heavy, rough, or sharp objects
across the unit.

e Spotting and hairline cracks may occur due to nature of product and are not considered a
manufacturing defect.

e Concrete products are porous and susceptible to discoloration from liquids (especially oils and acidic
substances). During use, clean up any spills immediately to prevent any possible staining or damage to the
finish. Avoid allowing water (or any liquid / substance) to stand on the surface.

¢ To clean the concrete, first wash with a mild soap and water solution. For stubborn stains, a vinyl brush
may be used. Allow to dry. Annually, follow up with a masonry sealer in order to preserve the finish.

e [t should be noted that, like natural stone, concrete products will develop a patina when left outside. No two
concrete products are identically the same and the finish will vary.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If you have trouble with your gas appliance, please refer to the owner's manual provided with it. By trying one
or more of the solutions to the probable cause, you should be able to solve the problem. If the manual does not
address your present problem, or if you have other technical difficulties with your appliance, please contact your
local dealer or visit our web site at www.rhpeterson.com.

This warranty does not apply to: product damage caused by burning wood or any fuel other than natural gas or propane; or damage
or discoloration to product used in high wind conditions.

A COPY OF YOUR SALES SLIP FOR PROOF OF PURCHASE IS REQUIRED

This warranty applies to the original purchaser for products which are installed in the United States or Canada and which are operated and maintained as
intended. This warranty is valid only with proof of purchase, commence on the date of purchase, and terminates (both as to original and any replacement
products) on the anniversary date of the original purchase of the product per the above schedules.

This warranty covers defects in material and workmanship. This warranty does not cover parts which become defective as a result of negligence, misuse,
use not in compliance with the Installation and Owner’s Manual, accidental damage, improper handling, improper storage, improper installation, lack of
required routine maintenance (as specified in the Installation and Owner’s Manual), electrical damage, local gas impurities or failure to protect against
combustibles.
